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Junior Football Organisers Course

The FA Junior Football Organisers (JFO) course is a training scheme that is designed to give young people, aged between 14-18 years, skills in leading groups through football related activities.

The JFO course has been designed to either run alongside the Junior/Community Sports Leaders Awards, or as a stand-alone football leadership award. Above all the course assists the young football leader to grow in confidence in leading and organising safe football activities for small groups.

Course Objectives:

· To provide an understanding of leading and organising football events for young players

· To learn the theory and practical aspects of warming up and cooling down

· To understand safety considerations when organising football sessions

· To understand practical delivery aspects of sessions, planning and using resource cards

· To introduce mini-soccer games/rules

· To understand what happens next for players and leaders
On completion of the course, students will be required to organise a football related activity within their own school, within their feeder schools, or within a community organised football placement.
